ARTICLE 9 ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES
Sec. 9-1. - Intoxication.
It shall be unlawful for any person to be or to become drunk in any public place in the city in the presence of two or more persons. Any person found guilty of violating this section shall be fined in any amount not exceeding $100.00.
State Law reference— Public drunkenness prohibited, MCA 1972, § 97-29-47.
Sec. 9-2. - Persons who may not be sold to and persons who may not purchase.
1.  It shall be unlawful for any persons to sell, furnish, dispose of, give or cause to be sold, furnished, disposed of, or given, any alcoholic beverage to any person under the age of 21 years.
2.  It shall be unlawful for any person to sell or furnish any alcoholic beverage to any person who is known to be insane or mentally defective, or to any person who is visibly intoxicated, or to any person who is known to habitually drink alcoholic beverages to excess, or to any person who is known to be a habitual user of narcotics or other habit-forming drugs.
3.  It shall be unlawful for any person under the age of 21 years to purchase, receive, or have in his possession in any public place, any alcoholic beverages.
4.  It shall be unlawful for any person under the age of 21 years to knowingly make a false statement to the effect that he is 21 years old or older to any person engaged in the sale of alcoholic beverages for the purpose of obtaining the same.
Sec. 9-3. - Presence of minors.
It shall be unlawful for any owner, proprietor, manager or any employee of any establishment which has an on-premises retailer's permit, issued by the Office of Alcohol Beverage Control of the State Tax Commission, to allow or permit any minor under the age of 18 years to enter or be present in the lounge area or bar area of any such establishment, unless such minor is accompanied by parents or guardians, or under proper supervision of a responsible person 21 years of age or older.
Sec. 9-4. - Disturbance of the peace.
It shall be unlawful for any retailer of alcoholic beverages to allow or permit loud, boisterous or disorderly conduct of any kind upon his premises or to allow or permit the use of loud musical instruments so as to disturb the peace of the community wherein such premises is located.
Sec. 9-5. - Consumption in public buildings, parks, etc.
1.  Unlawful to serve alcoholic beverage in public buildings. It shall be unlawful for any person to have in his possession, or to consume any alcoholic beverage in the city hall, municipal buildings, municipal school buildings, stadiums, any public playgrounds, or public parks, or clubhouses situated therein, or any fire station, or any golf course, or on any public grounds, buildings, parks, and places owned, maintained and operated directly by the city.
2.  Exceptions. Nonetheless, due to the unique nature and purpose of certain municipal buildings and related activities required therein, the following limited exceptions to this section are hereby granted:
A. The board of aldermen may, at its discretion and in consultation with the mayor, allow events to be held on city property at which alcoholic beverages, including beer and/or light wine, will be served and consumed. Service of alcoholic beverages, including beer and/or light wine, shall be pursuant to applicable state and local laws, and ABC regulations.
Sec. 9-6. - On-premises retailer's permit holder regulated; hours of sale.
It shall be unlawful in the city, to sell, give or dispense or permit to be consumed in or upon a premise, any alcoholic beverages anytime during the day, except for Monday through Saturday between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 12:00 a.m. and Sunday between the hours of 11:00 a.m. until 12:00 a.m., or such other times as the mayor or board may designate.
